U10 Tournament rules

1.Age Groups

a. Under 10’s – born on or after January 1st 2001 
b. N.B ALL COMPETITORS MUST HAVE SIGNED DURING SEASON 2010/11,  BEFORE  31/01/11
2. Teams
    Under 10’s –5  teams of 15 players (min) + 1 netminder.

            NO GUEST PLAYERS

            All teams be required to play 3 lines on rotation
       a.. 2 min buzzer line changes in force
     b.   Lines can be made up of mixed ability/age, but can’t be altered during games    & no double shifting.

c. The lines will be split by jersey numbers or colour bands
Line  1  will wear   Numbers 10  to 19 (Red)
Line   2 will wear   Numbers  20  to 29 (Yellow)
Line  3   will wear  Numbers  30  to 39 (Blue)
N.B. IF THERE ARE ANY CHANGES TO SHIRT NO’S PLEASE INFORM EITHER THE LIAISON OFFICER OR GAME STAT OFFICIALS IN THE TOURNAMENT OFFICE  no later than 30 minutes prior to face-off.
Injuries during games 

Line 1 only play line 1

Line 2 play Line 1 or  Line 3 in case of injury

Line 3 play Line 1 or Line 2 in case of injury

Spare player can replace injured players on any line
d. The  spare players must be rotated on line 3.
e. Any team who arrive with less than 15 skaters or lose players to injury/illness during the tournament will be allocated player/players
A list of players off the 3rd line of the clubs taking part in the tournament will be placed into a hat and clubs  will  be able to draw from the hat a players name to help them on there 3rd line. 
f. Teams with 2 netminders  tournament rule ,netminders must play 1 period each.If playing against a team with 1 netminder ,it will be at the discretion of the team  with 2 netminders how they use their netminders .
g. If teams are changing lines for their next games, they must put in a new team list with the player changes  &  number changes no later than 30 mins before next game
h. There will be line-change coordinators monitoring line-changes during each game.
i. There will be a coach’s / manager’s debriefing on these rules, 30mins before each team’s first game.
3. Registration cards must be shown on arrival, when team passes will be handed out.

The team roster for each game must be notified to the liaison officer from the host club at least 30 minutes before the start of the game.

4. Games will be played on a round robin basis.

6. Round robin  will be 2 x 14 minute periods running clock, the last 

    minute in the game will be stopping clock.

7. The final will be played 2 x 20 minutes running clock (last 2 minutes in the game 

    will be stopping clock.

8. NO TIME OUTS ALLOWED

9. In the event that teams are tied on equal points in the round robin competition the 

    final placings will be decided by
a. Game results between teams

b. Goal difference 

c. Goals scored

d. Number of penalty minutes received.

11. In the event of a draw in the 3rd/4th place &  final, IIHF rules will apply ,the taking of 3 penalty shots will determine the winner .
12. All teams must have 2 sets of team strips.

13. All teams are asked to nominate 2 Officials / Parents to act as goal judges for games when their own team is not playing.

14. All penalties will be 1 minute penalties with the penalty starting when play starts

      again after the penalty has been called. The penalty will only be served on the line 

the penalty occurs ,any player still to finish their penalty time will sit it out on their next line change . If a player receives a game misconduct penalty 
      , the player who has received the penalty will miss the rest of 

      that game. Except  if  a  game msconduct penalty is received in the last  2 minutes

      player   will also miss the next game.

15. The 5 second face-off rule will be in force to reduce time wasting.

16 Any protest must be handed in no later than 10 mins after the disputed game. This will be considered by the tournament committee, whose decision is final. 

17. Behaviour :- It is the responsibility of each club to ensure that every member of 

      their club is well behaved (this includes players, coaches, managers and as far as possible, parents).

      The tournament organisers will remove anyone from the tournament who is unruly        or who causes a disturbance.  They also have the right to refuse entry to anyone whom they feel is undesirable and is likely to cause any problems.

18 . IT IS PROHIBITED TO PLAY HOCKEY OFF THE ICE IN THE ARENA. STICKS & PUCKS MUST REMAIN IN THE LOCKER ROOM. INVOICES FOR DAMAGES CAUSED TO THE PREMISES OF FIFE ICE ARENA WILL BE FORWARDED TO THE TEAM HELD RESPONSIBLE, WHO WILL BE OBLIGED TO PAY FOR THE DAMAGES WITHOUT DELAY.
