Tournament rules


1. Age Groups

a. Under 12’s – born on or after January 1st 1999 

b. Under 14’s – born on or after January 1st 1997
c. Under 16’s – born on or after 1st January 1995
d. Under 20’s - born on or after 1st January 1991
e. SNL/ENL – No age Limit
N.B ALL COMPETITERS MUST HAVE SIGNED DURING SEASON 2010/11 & BEFORE  31/01/11.  PLAYERS ALLOWED TO PLAY UP, STRICTLY NO GUESTS OR IMPORTS.

2. Teams

a) Under 12’s, 14’s, 16’s, 20’s, SNL – 5 teams of 20 players (max) + 2 netminders; 10 players (min) + 1 netminder. Teams who bring  more than 20 + 2 can rotate  line up for each game & must notify Tournament Officials  20 mins before the next game
b) Any player under suspension by their association at the time of the tournament is  banned from playing in the tournament ,as rules of discipline set out by the SIHL
3. Registration cards must be shown on arrival ,Where team passes will be handed out.
Starting line up must be notified to the host club at least 30 minutes before the start of the game.

No warm up ,warm up to take place off ice ,teams to be ready 5 mins before schedule start time 
4. All age groups – games will be played on a round robin basis.

5. Round robin  will be 2 x 15minute periods running clock, the last minute in the game will be stop the clock.

6. The final will be played 2 x 20 minutes running clock (last 2 minutes in the game will be stop clock.

7. All game times are approximate   the tournament  can run behind or ahead of schedule  ,so if teams can be ready 5 mins before the end  of preceding  game  ,if the tournament runs ahead or behind by some time your liaison officer will get in touch with you.

8. NO TIME OUTS ALLOWED
9. In the event that teams are tied on equal points in the round robin competition the final placings will be decided on

a) Results between teams

b) Goal difference 

c) Goals scored

d) Number of penalty minutes received.

10. In the event of a draw in the 3rd./4th place or semi-final depending on age groups the taking of 3 penalty shots in according to IIHF Rules  will determine the winner.

11. In the event of a draw in the final, overtime will be played 3 on 3 for 5 minutes then 3 penalty  shots each if still level

12. All teams must have 2 sets of team strips.

13. All penalties will be halved 2 mins will be 1 min ,2 + 2 (1 + 1), 2+ 10 (1 + 5) & 5 + game( 3 + game)  with the penalty starting when play starts again after the penalty has been called. If a player receives a game misconduct penalty, the player who has received the penalty will miss the rest of 

      that game. Except  if  a  game misconduct penalty is received in the last  2 minutes

      player  will also miss the next game.

14.  All Match penalties will be assessed suspension as in the SIHL list of penalties & delt with by the committee
15. If  a player receives  a suspension  during  the tournament  he won’t be allowed  to  play up  until he has served the suspension .

If  a player receives  a suspension  during  the tournament  whilst playing up , he won’t allowed  to  play  back down   until he has served the suspension 
.

16. The 5 second face-off rule will be in force to reduce time wasting.

All individual awards will be decided at the round robin stage.  Each competitor will receive a medal.

17. Any protest must be handed in no later than 10 mins after the disputed game  this will be considered by the tournament committee, who decision is final. 

18.
